Academic Year & Languages for Life Programme: These long term courses allow students to focus on all aspects of the language over
several months. In-depth study over an extended period ensures better mastery, subtler understanding and far greater long term
retention of key language skills. They are very popular with Gap Year students prior to University, graduates and adults looking to
take a career break.
Standard Programme: Ideal for all age groups (recommended for 17 yrs +) and all abilty levels.
We recommend students follow this course for four weeks or longer to gain the maximum benefit, however shorter
courses of one week plus duration are also productive for those already studying the language in their home country.
The primary objective is to develop an individual's learning strategies. This enables the students to transfer communication skills
already mastered in the native language to the new language. Verbal communication is a priority: learning to listen and
understand, to express oneself correctly and with good pronunciation. The final objective is to raise students' language
level to an efficient standard of communication. This requires not only a perfect command of the language but also a
profound understanding of the cultural context
Listening Using audio-visual materials, taped listening exercises, film extracts, television and radio programs, songs, etc.
Speaking: Through classwork, meetings, excursions and exploration. Theatre workshop: drama exercises and improvisations
to make speaking easier and overcome inhibitions. Work on pronunciation, gestures and fluency.
Reading: Understanding and analyzing authentic articles,
forms and literary extracts, etc.
Writing: Varied writing activities with a distinct communicative aim leading to an enriched knowledge of the language.
Grammar: Is taught through language games and various exercises, according to ability level, throughout the coursework.
Intensive Programmes: Follow the Standard Programme plus one workshop (Intensive Prog B), two workshops (Intensive Prog C)
or three workshops (Intensive Prog D) each week. Each workshop consists of a 3 lesson session and concentrates on a specific topic:
