European & American students on short term courses can enter the country on a Tourist Visa. A Letter of Invitation will be arranged

for students once full fees have been paid to the college. The visa is issued as you enter Japan. If you want to follow a Languages for Life/Plus
programme you may require a Student Working Visa (talk to the CESA staff to see if this applies to you). The Student Working Visa is

under the control of Japanese Immigration so everyone has to work to Immigration rulings. You MUST apply for an October start date by early
June and for an April start date by early December at the latest. No other start dates are possible for this type of Visa.

Please note Japanese Immigration policy is very strict. Itis quite straight-forward for British, US and European citizens, other nationalities please discuss with CESA.

Academic Term/Year Programme: An intensive and academic programme covering all aspects of the Japanese language, ideally suited for
students needing in-depth knowledge especially popular with students either prior to, during or post their University studies.

Languages for Life Plus Programme A: 20 group lessons, developing reading and writing skills, 4 additional classes to address language
weaknesses as guided computer study seminar sessions per week. Ideal for those who want to gain maximum impact from their time in Japan.
Longer duration courses (36, 48 wks+ available on request).

Languages for Life Plus Programme B: 20 group lessons, developing reading and writing skills, 2 private tuition lessons, 4 additional classes
to address language weaknesses as guided computer study seminar sessions per week.

to ensure personal attention to specific language issues that arise, per week.  Ideal for those who want to gain maximum impact from

Standard Programme: This course is purely communication orientated, ideal for those who wish to study key grammar and conversation skills of
the language, but don't require in-depth study.

Combined Programme: 23 group lessons

Saporo College courses:
Summer Programme: Offered in 2007 for the second time in Sapporo (not Okazaki). A special 4 week course combining 20 conversational language lessons with
cultural activities I.e. caligraphy, Hiking on Maruyama, the Tea Ceremony, visiting a chocolate factory etc. Students are predominantly housed in nearby

student residences (allow 15 mins by bike or metro, some are within walking distance) in single rooms with small en suite bathroom & we. Breakfast and

dinner will be served on site (and included in the course cost).

Winter Programme: Details to be confirmed in early 2008. Last year a 2 or 4 week Japanese converation course for Beginners to Intermediate levels. Includes optional
PM cultural sessions (or alternative language PM timebtable depending on student numbers). Cost of accommodation included: Student dormitory residence,

with en suite bathroomiwe, bedding provided, communal kitchen. Meals included and generally taken in the dining room (breakfast and dinner).

Accommodation notes Minimum booking period: 4 weeks. Try to book well in advance of your required dates (ideally 3 months plus where possible).
NB: Late Booking Fee Applied to ALL short term courses booked LESS than 44 days in advance. £58.00 per person
No accommodation will be assigned prior to full uition/accommodation fees being paid for in full, to CESA Languages Abroad. Hence
CESA requires earlier payment of college fees for Japanese programmes, than other colleges.
Extra nights: £18.00 per night. A 4 night charge is added to all options as students arrive 2 days early and leave 2 days after the set accommodation
dates quoted above, where applicable (generally short term programmes).
Futon Hire/Purchase: Japanese bedrooms either have tatami mat floors or wooden western floors. In both cases you need to buy or
hire a futon to sleep on. This consists of a soft mattress base, a qilt like cover, a pillow, sheets and pillow cover. A clean set will be
provided on arrival in your room. CESA will arrange hire for you or if you are on a programme longer than 12 weeks we will arrange
purchase (as the cheaper option).
Additional Futon costs:  Per week : £9.00  Outright purchase: £155.00.
Student village: Single or shared rooms (the college wil arrange a room mate for you), self catering, simple rooms in a modern building,
220 mins walk (or short bike ride) from college. Very popular with younger students who love the sociable atmosphere.
Villa apartments: These are studio apartments in and around the college approximately 10 to 20 minutes walk from the college. Ideal for
older students or those who wish for a more independent life style. Very popular so please book and pay very early!
Private household: Single room, half-board accommodation with a local Japanese family. MUST be reserved and fully paid for at least
12 weeks in advance, or no family search can be made on your behalf.
If you feel staying with a family long term may be too much, why not try a weekend visit? The college offer this service to students once in
Okazaki, generally free of charge.
