Summer Programme: Very popular Teenage Summer Prog , early ions highly Lessons
are held in PM, full activity programme during the week and one Saturday excursion every 2 weeks. Morning activities include a
cultural trip into Malaga, cookery lessons, sports, boat trips etc. The college arranges a party and a full day excursion at the weekend
for each 2 week stay.
The PLUS package programme includes residential accommodation (no meals).
You can book a 2 way transfer as an extra cost. Strongly recommended if this is the first time you have travelled abroad alone.
Over 50 Programme: 15 lessons per week plus an activity programme (one per day Monday/Friday and one full day excursion
at the weekend. Activites offered include: Cookery classes, museum visits, dance classes, mountain walks etc. NB: There is a
steep hill and plenty of steps on site, o if walking is a problem, please contact CESA before booking.
Spanish & Dance Programme: Standard language course plus 2 dance classes a day, Monday/Friday. Dance classes are held in the
on site dance studio (air conditioned) with professional Sevillanas or Salsa dance teachers. If there are 3 or less students enrolled
on a particular start date (uniikely but possible) dance lessons will be reduced accordingly.
