Antibes is extremely animated, has one of the finest markets on the 
coast and the best Picasso collection in its ancient seafront castle; and 
the southern end still has its woods of pine, in which the most exclusive 
mansions hide. There are some beautiful beaches locally, one of the best 
is “Juan les Pins beach”.  The language college in Antibes appeals to 
CESA students on a year round basis, but particularly so in the hot 
summer months. Early bookings for July and August are highly 
recommended.
